TONIGHTõS OPPONENT 
The Atlanta Dream take on the Connecticut Sun in an Opening Day rematch.  The 
Dream are hoping to avoid the worst start in WNBA history with a win against the 
Sun.   
 
Connecticut won the first matchup between the two teams, 100 -67, on May 17, 2008 
in the Dreamõs first game in franchise history.  In that game, Tamika Whitmore 
recorded a double -double for the Sun with 22 points and ten rebounds.  T he Dreamõs 
leading scorer was Betty Lennox, who finished with 17 points and seven rebounds.        
 
The Dream have made quite a few changes since that game, most recently with some 
roster moves this week.  Following the Dreamõs 97-76 loss to the Detroit Sh ock on 
Sunday, June 22, the team announced forward Camille Little had been traded to the 
Seattle Storm in exchange for Seattleõs 2009 second-round draft pick.  The Dream 
then signed free agent forward/center and former Georgia Tech player Kasha Terry, 
who has played the last three seasons with the Indiana Fever.  
 
The Sun are off to a scorching start, taking an 11 -3 record into their Thursday night 
battle with the Detroit Shock to determine who will stay atop the Eastern Conference 
standings.  The Sun defeat ed the Shock 85 -68 at home on Tuesday  to take sole 
possession of first place.  Ashja Jones posted 20 points and seven points for the Sun 
while Amber Holt added a career -high 19 points.  
    

NEXT OPPONENT  
The Dream close out their weekend road trip with the ir third matchup of the year 

against the Detroit Shock on Sunday, June 29.  Tip -off is scheduled for 6 pm EST at 

the Palace of Auburn Hills.  Detroit is 2 -0 against the Dream this season, earning a 

97 -76 win in the most recent meeting on June 22, 2008.

NEWS AND NOTES  
MAKING MOVES  

The Dream made a few roster moves early this week.  Following the Dreamõs 97-76 

loss to the Detroit Shock on Sunday, June 22, the team traded forward Camille Little 

to the Seattle Storm in exchange for Seattleõs 2009 second round draft pick.  The 

Dream then signed free agent forward/center Kasha Terry on Monday, June 23.  Terry 

spent the last three seasons with the Indiana Fever before being waived by the team 

two games into this season.  She played collegiately at Georgia T ech where she 

finished her career as the second -leading shot blocker in school history.  

 

MIXING IT UP  

Center Katie Feenstra and forward Stacey Lovelace were inserted in the starting lineup 

against Detroit, replacing Jennifer Lacy and Kristen Mann.  Mann an d Lacy had 

started the previous five games for the Dream.   Feenstra recorded nine points and four 

rebounds in 19 minutes of action.       

 

A CAREER NIGHT  FOR LATTA  

Playing against her former team  the Detroit Shock , Ivory Latta scored a career -high 26 

point s on 8 -11 shooting from the field, including 5 -6 from the three point line.  She 

has scored in double figures in eight of the Dreamõs last nine games.  Latta also 

recorded a career -high 10 assists for her first career double -double.  Her assist to 

turnover  ratio for the game was 10:2.   Latta is currently averaging 12.2 points and 4.6 

rebounds per game.  She currently ranks sixth in the league in assists per game and 

seventh in assist to turnover ratio (includes games through  June 24, 2008).   

 

RAINING THREE S 

The Dream shot 45.5% (10 -22) from beyond the arc against the Shock on June 22 .  

Ivory Latta led the Dream with five three -poi nters on six attempts.  The ten three -

pointers were the second highest total on the season for the Dream.  They made 11 

three -poi nters (11 -22 for 50%) against the Washington Mystics on May 27, 2008.    

 

BOXED OUT  

Without the presence of center Erika De Souza (9 rpg), Atlanta has struggled to get on 

the boards.  The Dream have only outrebounded one of their thirteen opponents this 

season (vs. Detroit Shock on May 23, 2008).  In their second contest against the 



Shock, the Dream were outrebounded 44 -30 and gave up 18 offensive boards.  A 

guard has led the Dream in rebounding in six of the Dreamõs last seven games.  

Excluding De Souza, t he leading rebounders this season for the Dream have been two 

guards ñTamera Young ( 5.7 rpg ) and Betty Lennox ( 4.8 rpg ).   

 

LENNOX LOOKING TO GET BACK ON TRACK  

The Shock held the Dreamõs leading scorer Betty Lennox to just five points on the 

night.  Lennox was averaging 18.9 points per game coming into the matchup with 

Detroit.  Her season -low is four points, recorded against the Los Angeles Sparks on 

May 25, 2008.  Lennox played only 22 minutes, after leaving the game in the second 

quarter following  a colli sion with the referee.      

 

DREAM HOPES TO AVOID WORST START IN WNBA HISTORY  

The Dream are hoping to avoid setting the mark for worst start by a franchise in 

WNBNA history.  In their loss to the Detroit Shock on June 22, the Dream tied the 

previous mark of  0-13 set by the 2002 Detroit Shock.  The next year, the Shock went 

on to win the WNBA Championship.   

 

BACK IN ACTION  

Iziane Castro Marques returned to the team on Monday, June 16 after missing five  

games while participating in the Olympic qualifying tour nament for Brazil. Castro  

Marques has been replaced in the starting lineup by rookie Tamera Young.   She came 

off the bench to score 10 points against Detroit in the Dreamõs last game.   

 

UNLUCKY BREAK  

Dream forward/center Erika De Souza will be out indefin itely after suffering a lower  

leg fracture during the teamõs game against the Washington Mystics on May 27, 2008. 

The injury will not require surgery, but De Souza is expected to miss at least four  

weeks.  At the time of her injury, De Souza was among the league leaders in rebounds,  

averaging nine boards per game. De Souza recorded a league -high 18 rebounds in her  

debut with the Dream on May 23, 2008, shattering her career -high of nine rebounds.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Marynell Meadors

Marynell Meadors makes her fourth stop in the WNBA as she joins the Atlanta 
Dream with more than 35 years of coaching experience. Ms. Meadors spent the past 
three seasons as an a ssistant coach for the Washington Mystics, where she helped 
head coaches Richie Adubato and Tree Rollins to an aggregate record of 50 -52, 
including a playoff appearance in 2006. Meadors aided the Mysticsõ rapid 
turnaround in 2007 when the squad narrowly mi ssed the playoffs ð they were 
eliminated on the final day of the season ð after an 0 -8 start.  

Meadors served as the first Head Coach and General Manager of the now -defunct 
Charlotte Sting where she led the franchise to the playoffs in each of its first tw o 
seasons. She also served as the Stingõs director of player and staff personnel.  

Following her tenure with the Sting, Meadors moved south where she was hired as 
the director of scouting for the Miami Sol. With the Sol, her responsibilities included 
advan ced scouting of opponents and player evaluations for the WNBA Draft.  

Meadors was a head coach at Florida State and Tennessee Tech for a combined 30 
years. At Florida State, she quickly turned the program around from three straight 
losing seasons prior to her arrival. The apex of her tenure came in 1991 when the 
Seminoles won the Metro Conference Championship and advanced to second round 
of the NCAA Tournament where they fell to Western Kentucky. A year earlier, she 
drove the Seminoles to the NCAA Tournamen t, though the squad was unable to 
advance past the opening round.  

Before heading to Florida State, Meadors earned her stripes at Tennessee Tech 
where she won more than 300 games as head coach. She was the first head coach of 
the womenõs basketball program and in her 20 years at the helm, she posted a 
school -record .723 winning percentage. During her tenure, she received numerous 

accolades, including two Ohio Valley Conference (OVC) Coach of the Year awards 
and a Metro Conference Coach of the Year award. Wh ile at Tennessee Tech, she 
steered her Golden Eagles squads to four OVC championships and two Metro 
Conference titles and became the first major womenõs college coach to win 350 
games at one institution.  

Meadors earned both her bachelorõs and masterõs degrees from Middle Tennessee
