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LAST TIME OUT: LYNX 75, SKY 69 (May 29, UIC Pavilion) 

 

Seimone Augustus led the Lynx to a 75-69 victory over the Sky, scoring 19 points and tying her career high with nine 

rebounds.  Chicagoõs Sylvia Fowles earned her first regular season double-double in the loss, with a team-high 16 points 

and a game-high 11 rebounds.  The 16 points were also good for a new season high; previous was 11 points against 

Sacramento on 5/22/08.  She had 4 blocked shots for the third straight game.  Candice Dupree added 12 points for the 

Sky and Dominique Canty had eight points and six assists. Chicago (1-2) had beaten the Lynx in the teamsõ three previous 

meetings.   

Coming off a franchise-best field percentage in the last game against the Monarchs, the Sky could not come close to 

duplicating the feat tonight. The Sky struggled to a 38.7% from the field and made only one of three from behind the arc. 

Anna DeForge and rookie Charde Houston added 15 points each for Minnesota (3-0), which is off to the best start in 

franchise history. The Lynx are undefeated at 3-0 and are tied with the L.A. Sparks atop the Western Conference standings.  

For the second straight game, the Sky took a 38-34 lead going into halftime with a stellar second quarter. After trailing by 

three at the end of the first, the Sky outscored the Lynx 23-16 in the second behind the play of Dupree and Jia Perkins, 

who tallied six a piece.   Minnesota closed the third quarter with a 14-6 run to take a 55-54 lead.   The Sky tied the game 

at 66 on Dupree's jumper with 1:42 remaining, then Houston scored six points during a 7-1 Minnesota run as the Lynx took 

a 66-60 lead with 3:24 left in the fourth. Nicky Anosike's jumper with 1:25 left gave the Lynx a two-point lead. Lynx rookie 

Candice Wigginsõ 3-pointer gave Minnesota a 71-66 lead with 40.9 seconds remaining.  The Sky got within two after 

Fowles converted a three-point play with 32.2 left, but Augustus and Houston each hit a pair of free throws in the final 21 

seconds.

QUOTABLE 

 

Hereõs what Sky Head Coach Steven Key had to say after the game: 

 òThis is a complete 180 from the team that played here last Thursday. Itõs not the same energy. It wasnõt the same 

execution and you canõt do that in this league because youõre going to lose and thatõs what happened tonight.ó 

 

On what happened in the last minute and a half: 

Good question. Very good question. I think what happened was mentally we werenõt prepared. Physically, our bodies were 

in shape enough to do it, but we made mental mistakes: not remembering what we say out of the timeout, not 

remembering where youõre supposed to go in a timely fashion.  It gives the defensive team the opportunity to pressure you 

and put you out of your rhythm. So if we canõt remember what to do at the right time, then weõre going to have these 

mistakes.ó  

 

On mental mistakes: 

òWe have to remember what weõre trying to get done. I told them just now that I will accept half of the loss if they will 

accept the other half. My half being that the last point there we had a foul to give, we fouled, they reset the clock, 24 

second shot clock, so I went from having eight seconds after a free throw, advancing the ball, to having 4 seconds, so 

thatõs a coaching error and I will take that. What I will not take is on their end; is the execution because Iõm not playing. 

They know where to go and they have to learn how to get there with their mind and with their body so we can give 

ourselves a chance to win.ó 

 

On Sylvia Fowles: 

òSylvia is doing a great job out there. We are still learning how to play with her. Sheõs such a force in there. She takes up so 

much space. But weõre not ready to pass her the ball sometimes when she is open. We need to take advantage of those 

opportunities. But I think defensively she is still a presence. Sheõs still learning. This game is so much quicker than it is in 

college. I think everyone expects her to block every shot and be in every spot at the right time. Some of these coaches are 

really, really smart and they take her away from the action so that sheõs not a factor. So we have to learn and she has to 

learn how to get herself back into play defensively.ó  

 

Sylvia Fowles after the game: 
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 òI donõt think we were really ready for the game.  Physically we were, but mentally we werenõt.  We missed easy lay-ups, 

didnõt pick up loose balls, and fumbled the ball ð all that goes with not playing well.  Minnesota came ready to play.  They 

were focused; they came in our house and were ready to play.ó 

 

On playing against former teammate Seimone Augustus 

òIt was good to see her face, but we know what sheõs capable of and you really canõt stop her.  All you can do is slow her 

down and try to contain her as much as possible.  I was hoping we could stay out of foul trouble and contain her, but she 

did a good job tonight.ó 

 

On facing Candace Parker on Tuesday 

òIõm not thinking about the game at all.  Iõm not going to guard her and sheõs not going to guard me so itõs not my matchup.  

Candace is a great player, sheõs going to get her points, but then again you have to figure out how to slow her down.  Iõm 

not worried about that game, Iõm just worried about our next one.ó 

 

On Minnesota 

òNot to take anything away from them, they have a decent program, a lot of key players and theyõre growing, but in reality I 

donõt think theyõre better than our team.  We just came out and didnõt play well at all.  So we have to tune in and knock 

down shots that we should be making.ó 

 

Candice Dupree after the game: 

 òI think we need to clean up the second half lapse. Close to the end of the third quarter, we let them go on a run and they 

scored and we couldnõt score. I think that hurt us. Also, first half, they out-rebounded us by a lot. Overall, they still ended up 

out-rebounding us but we were able to catch up a little bit. We need to do a better job of boxing out and rebounding. I think 

the biggest thing is executing our plays. We have a lot of them and I think that sometimes some people tend to have a little 

lapse and forget them.ó  

 

On what happened at the end: 

òTurnovers. We had some crucial turnovers at the end of the game when we definitely needed to score, and then the only 

thing left to do was foul them. They were able to knock down their free throws. We just need to take care of the ball.ó 

 

Jia Perkins after the game 

 òWe have to give Minnesota credit. They came out to play. They went on the road and got a win. As for the Sky, we are just 

going to take this loss and learn from it. We didnõt play our game and had a lot of turnovers.ó 

 

On what needs to improve: 

òWe need to shoot better. I will start with myself first; you canõt have a shooting guard shooting three of thirteen.ó 

 

Regarding team energy: 

òI believe that we were more excited for the first game. We had a lot of fast break points and easy lay-ups. When you make
