LAST TIME OUT, STORM 67, SKY 61 -- May 17, Key Arena 

 
The Storm beat the Sky 67-61 in the teams' season opener on Saturday night, with Seattleõs Lauren Jackson scoring a 

game-high 14 points and Sue Bird adding 13 points and seven assists.  The Storm overcame cold shooting in the first half 

and went on a 23-1 scoring run, including 12-0 to end the third quarter, to pull ahead.  

 

Chicago was led by Chasity Melvin, who came off the bench to score 13 points, with Jia Perkins adding 10. Candice Dupree 

had seven points and a game-high 10 rebounds for the Sky.  Sky rookie Sylvia Fowles played for only 15 minutes because 

of foul trouble, scoring 6 points and grabbing 7 rebounds.  She fouled out of the game in the fourth quarter. 

 

The Sky led 35-29 at halftime on 45.2 percent shooting.  The Storm struggled to score in the first half, shooting only  29.4 

percent (10-for-34) during the first 20 minutes.  The Sky extended the lead to 38-29 early in the third quarter as Seattle 

missed its first seven shots after halftime.   But the Storm hit 13 of their last 18 shots in the third quarter to get back into 

the game. They tied it at 47-47 on Jackson's turnaround 10-footer, and went in front for good when Sheryl Swoopes stole 

the ball and hit Bird for a fast-break lay-in.  Seattle extended the lead to 17 points during the fourth when Jackson hit a 

short shot and the ensuing free throw to cap the 23-1 run.  

 

Sylvia òFoulsó 

Sky rookie Sylvia Fowles fouled out of her first WNBA game with five minutes remaining in the fourth quarter.  Fowlesõ foul 

trouble began early in the third quarter after receiving her third and fourth personal fouls within thirty seconds of each 

other.  During her four year college career with LSU, she fouled out only four times.

More on the Series 

The Monarchs swept the 2006 season series, 2-0. The Monarchs handed Chicago its first loss in franchise history, 76-63 

on 5/23, in the Skyõs first home game ever. Sacramento led the entire game, despite 10 points and 5 assists off the bench 

from rookie Candice Dupree. The Monarchs were powered by Nicole Powellõs 19 points and 34 points in the paint as a 

team. Sacramento won the second game of the series, 80-70 on 6/10. Dupree and Jia Perkins each scored 17 for the Sky, 

which couldnõt overcome 16 turnovers. 
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Perkins Rules Monarchs 

Here are some of the personal milestones Sky guard Jia Perkins tied or passed when the teams last crossed paths: 

39 points -- franchise and career high 
17 FG made -- franchise and career high 
5 3-pointers -- franchise high, ties career high 
7 3-pointers attempted -- career high 
10 assists -- ties franchise and career high 
48 minutes -- career high, by 10 minutes 

 
Perkins became the first player in WNBA history with 30+ points and 10+ assists in a single game, according to the Elias 

Sports Bureau. In addition, her 17 field goals made tied a league record shared by Lauren Jackson (vs. Los Angeles , 

August 6, 2003) and Diana Taurasi (at Houston , August 10, 2006).

JUNE 29, ARCO ARENA: SKY 92, MONARCHS 84 (20T) 
Jia Perkins exploded for a franchise- and career-high 39 points, the most points scored by a player in a WNBA game so 

far this season. Her 10 assists tied franchise and career records, and she became the first player in WNBA history with
